Minutes of Regular Meeting

Tuesday, May 15, 2007

The Regular Meeting of the St. Augustine Port, Waterway & Beach District was held in the St. Augustine Beach City Commission Meeting Room, 2200 AlA South, St. Augustine Beach, Florida on Tuesday, May 15, 2007 at 4:00 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

The Meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin.

All Commissioners were in attendance with the exception of Chairman Jerry Dixon.  Also in attendance were Secretary-Treasurer Dennis Bell, from the District’s Attorney’s office, Dan Bosanko, Assistant Secretary, Debra H. Paterson, Engineering Consultants Dr. Steve Schropp and Dr. Rajesh Srinivas from Taylor Engineering, Jim Piggott, Director of General Services from the City of St. Augustine, Commander Steve Fricke of the City of St Augustine Police Department, Mark Helman from the Conch House Marina, Sgt. Brian Canova from the St. Johns County Sheriff’s Office and Norm Lesmerises from St. Augustine Marine. In attendance from the public included: Jim Paterson.

SECRETARY-TREASURER’S REPORT
Presented by Mr. Bell with handouts, summarizing net funds available and total committed funds.  He reported that committed funds totaled $236,120.00 and the amount that had been spent was $83,126.00.  Total funds available as of April 30, 2007 was $1,869,594.00 less net committed funds of $152,994.00, leaving net funds available of $1,716,600.00.  Budgeted revenue totaled $398,653.00, taxes received to date totaled $355,698.00 with an expected balance of $42,957.00 to be received.  As of May 7, 2007, net funds available totaled $1,704,505.00.  He explained the second page of the Report contained a synopsis of the individual projects.  He noted that many of the projects had a budgeted cost but nothing has been spent on them at this point.  The most significant projects that had money spent thus far was the derelict boat program and the mooring fields which were primarily engineering costs.  He also gave each Commissioner a copy of a disbursement register that began at the beginning of the fiscal year to the present date.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MEETING HELD APRIL 17, 2007

Dr. Srinivas stated that on page #3 the last paragraph quoting Dr. Steve Schropp - “…doing some dredging within that either 5 to 10 year timeframe, then you probably should spend your money getting permits” should read “probably NOT spend your money getting permits.”

MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Tom Rivers and seconded by Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin to accept the Minutes as amended.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

OLD BUSINESS


Interlocal Agreement concerning the Derelict Boat Program – Geoff Dobson

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin noted that in Geoff Dobson’s absence and Dan Bosanko filling in for him, Mr. Bosanko was not up to speed with regard to the Agreement so he suggested this topic be tabled until the next Meeting.

MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Carl Blow and seconded by Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin to table item “A” under Old Business until the next meeting.  The motion was passed by a unanimous voice vote.


Discussions with DEP concerning dredging at Lighthouse Park – Taylor Engineering
Dr. Steve Schropp handed each Commissioner a copy of a report Taylor Engineering had prepared regarding the feasibility study with regard to proposed dredging at the Lighthouse Park boat ramp.  It contains a recent bathymetric survey for the boat ramp area indicating depth contours, etc.  They had also done a natural resource survey of the project area to find out what natural resources might be affected by the proposed dredging – page #5 showed a figure that shows the distribution of oyster reefs and marsh vegetation in the project area.  With that information on hand, they looked at what dredging depths might be required.  He explained the various depths located in the area.  Dredging would be required to provide adequate depths throughout the boat ramp area.  They also looked at the existing area around the floating dock as well as the proposed floating dock, if feasible.  He explained the figures throughout the report (a copy of which will be filed in the Lighthouse Park & Kayak Launch file in Port’s office).  Taylor Engineering suggests using mechanical dredging as it would be the most cost-effective means of dredging.  They believe there is enough upland area within Lighthouse Park – the parking lot to stage and deposit dredged material.  However, to use the parking lot during the time of dredging would most likely require shutting down the parking lot because the boat ramp would have to be shut down during that time as well.  After Commissioner Jay Bliss asked how long the dredging would take place, he answered that they estimated two to three weeks and after Commissioner Bliss asked if there was any possible way to split the ramp to allow the ramp use throughout that period, he said it would be better off and easier for the contractor if the ramp was closed completely so that the job could be done quickly rather than trying to deal with boat traffic in and out adjacent to the dredging operation.  He indicated if it was the Board’s pleasure to handle the dredging in that manner, it probably could be written in the contract but it would probably add to the cost of the contract.  He reported that from a regulatory standpoint, they did meet with DEP.  He went on to explain what they had stated and their main concern was avoidance of oyster beds and natural resources in the area.  A permit from the Army Corps of Engineers would also be necessary.  With regard to permitting, he indicated that there was still one uncertainty remaining – cultural resources.  They have not located any documented cultural resource sites within the project area, however, he cautioned that since it is St. Augustine, “once you get into regulatory review…DEP, Army Corps of Engineers or both may require you do a cultural resource survey of the dredging area.”  Page #14 of the report indicates the probable cost of mechanical dredging and hydraulic dredging.  The project’s estimate is from $42,000.00 to $54,000.00.  He believed their estimates are a bit high.  In summary, Taylor Engineering feels as it is a feasible project.

Commissioner Jay Bliss reminded Dr Schropp that at the last Meeting, Buzz Johnson from the public noted that there was a pipe break during the Inlet dredging causing dredged sand to be pumped into the south end of Salt Run.  He confirmed this with Anastasia Water Sports and they say there is a “giant fill in there from that occurrence.”  He asked if there was any remedial action that could be taken on that.

Dr. Schropp indicated that remedial action would be to remove the sand spilled in that area “if you document through your bathymetric surveys…”

Commissioner Carl Blow indicated that “it’s in the park boundary.”

Dr. Schropp noted that remedial action would be to restore the depth contours to what they were prior to that spill taking place.  When asked by Commissioner Jay Bliss what needs to be done to instigate that process and “is that something that we can ask the contractor then to remedy?” Dr. Schropp answered “…I believe that you’re referring to the Corps of Engineers’ dredging project.  Anything that happened on that project the Corps of Engineers presumably has already dealt with, with the contractor.  To my knowledge, the contractor was not required to go back in there and do anything…”  He felt it would take a new permit to remove that area of spill.

Discussion followed with Commissioner Carl Blow noting how the contractor works and how notification of problems need to be handled to correct the problem.

Norm Lesmerises from St. Augustine Marine took the podium.  He suggested that an answer to the problem might be in the process.  “If you are doing bathymetrics prior to the project, then perhaps the follow-up bathymetrics after the project might be done along the pipeline in addition to where the dredge area is and, therefore, you can determine along the dredge area whether there was discharge or not.”

MOTION

A motion was made by Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin and seconded by Commissioner Tom Rivers to let Taylor Engineering proceed and apply for the permits and the geotechnical data necessary.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Answer from the Corps with regard to Port’s letter dated 9/1/05 to them regarding the Inlet Study – Taylor Engineering

Dr. Srinivas reported that the Corps would have a response back to the Commission before the end of the month.  The Corps stated that their letter would probably contain information that basically they will need direction from Congress prior to them going ahead with any study.  It’s up to the Port District and any other local sponsor to see if “you can get some support from our Congressman to move forward with the study if we decide to do so.”

Proposal regarding obtaining a permit for dredging a channel in Salt Run - Taylor Engineering

Dr. Srinivas noted that Dr. Steve Schropp had spoken briefly with the DEP to see what they think about the idea of a maintenance-type dredging project but he feels like he wants to talk to them more before understanding what the best way would be before proceeding on this proposal.

Commissioner Carl Blow indicated that he would like to promote concentrating on the maintenance dredging at the ramp itself “because what I’m hoping for is we’ll get the grant for the dock from FIND and based on the timeline, if we get that grant we’d probably be in a position to do the work.  They’ll let us know on the grant in September so we would probably be in a position…by the time we put the thing out for bid and so forth – actually do the work around the first of the year…if we went forward on this maintenance dredging…which if you remember the drawing it was under where the new dock’s supposed to go – that if we could put that as a priority with Taylor, maybe we’ll get lucky in several ways – first, that we’ll get the grant from FIND for the dock and two, that Taylor will get the permit to dredge in the ramp area…”  Dr. Srinivas agreed.

Findings regarding problems encountered in other areas such as the Miami River & Key West as well as other states regarding Mooring Fields – Geoff Dobson

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin suggested that in the absence of Geoff Dobson, this subject should probably be tabled until the next Meeting.


Update on the County Boat Ramp bulletin boards – Debbie Paterson
Assistant Secretary, Debbie Paterson, 1950 Isherwood Terrace, St. Augustine took the podium and reminded the Board that she had been asked by Chairman Dixon to check into the status of the bulletin boards.  The bulletin boards were to have been 2-sided – one for Port’s use and the other for the County’s use.  In speaking with Chairman Dixon and Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin, they (as well as Ms. Paterson) believed that the Port would assist in paying for the bulletin boards, if not for the entire cost of them.  When she asked Secretary-Treasurer Dennis Bell if he recollected that, he indicated that he did, when Shorty Robbins held that position.  She searched her computer and Port’s backup disk to see if she could locate any information in that regard but since files are deleted after time, she would have to physically go back through Port’s permanent Minute Book to find that information which she was asked to do by Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin.  Her husband, Jim, measured a bulletin board at Frank Butler West boat ramp and although she hadn’t yet measured the maps that were to be contained side by side in them, she thought that they would not fit.  She held up one of the maps which had been printed showing that one side contained a picture of the waterway with a legend indicating area boat ramps and marinas and reminded the Board that the bulletin board was also to contain a copy of the front and back of Port’s Incident/Accident Report with Port’s phone number to call if someone desired a copy.  She illustrated that the only way one map (1 side) could fit in the bulletin boards as they are now would be sideways, not lengthwise which would mean the only way it could be read was to bend over and read it sideways.  The bulletin boards are 48” wide by 32” high with a depth of 1-3/4” and are unlocked with two pieces of movable plexiglas.  Since they aren’t locked, people have been opening them up and putting in their business cards, flyers, etc. and weather has already started the deterioration of the corkboard.  She contacted Will Smith who took over Shorty Robbins’ position at the Recreation Department with whom she spoke on several occasions to find out that the bulletin boards are located at Frank Butler West, Doug Crane, Palm Valley, Palmo, Riverdale, Trout Creek, Usina and Vilano boat ramps.  When she asked why the bulletin boards were much smaller than what the Port Board had envisioned and why they had no locks, Mr. Smith stated it was a money situation as the larger ones were much more expensive.  He indicated that the County was afraid that the locks themselves were going to rust, but said they could do something with the plexiglas so that no one could gain access and that Port could use both sides if necessary.  Occasionally, however, the County may have to post something such as the closing of a boat ramp for renovations.  Her husband went to the Vilano boat ramp to make sure it was the same size and type of bulletin board.

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin indicated that they looked at two or three models and they picked the best one and to his recollection, the cost for one was $800.00.

Ms. Paterson recalled that in looking for something else in the Minute Book, she found that one was to be located at Ft. Mose.  She handed out drawings of the bulletin boards that her husband had drawn up for the Board’s view.

Jim Paterson, 1950 Isherwood Terrace, St. Augustine took the podium and explained the drawing.  If the existing maps were to be used, approximately 1-2” would have to be taken off of the bottom and the top to get them to fit, but with doing that and the way they would fit in the bulletin board itself, much of the valuable information would be lost and that would leave approximately 11” to the side of one map for a second vertical map which is 22” wide so common sense tells you “that’s not going to work.”  He stated that there would also be a maintenance problem with the boards as they are now since there are gaps in the plexiglas openings making weather and winds cause problems.  He had given former Chairman Jack McGuinness the name of a company that built these types of things but was told that they had already been taken care of. He went on to explain their appearance containing glass doors with locks at the bottom.  On the bulletin boards now, although pretty much unusable for Port’s maps, he noted that as far as the locks were concerned, the person checking on the bulletin boards on a monthly basis as the Port had previously discussed could oil the locks to make sure they work.

When Commissioner Tom Rivers asked what Jack McGuinness was hired to do, Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin explained that at one of the Meetings there had been discussion of Mr. McGuinness being hired to maintain the bulletin boards, keep them up-to-date and cleaned up for $100.00/month for all of the boards and Mr. Dobson indicated he would need a Contract from Mr. McGuinness prior to proceeding which had not been done.  Discussion ensued regarding several of the boards are not in Port’s district.

After Commissioner Jay Bliss suggested that this topic be continued at the next Meeting after finding out more information from the parties involved and from office memos, Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin directed Ms. Paterson to look back in the Minutes to find out this information and let him know her findings.

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin thought that the bulletin boards were also to contain some sort of an acknowledgement that the St. Augustine Port, Waterway and Beach District supplied them and there is nothing there.  He will contact Will Smith to discuss this matter.


Harbor Patrol – Commander Steve Fricke
Commander Fricke, St. Augustine Police Department, 151 King Street, St. Augustine took the podium and was confused about the $25,000.00 that was discussed during the Treasurer’s Report.  Discussion ensued.  In the interim, Mr. Piggott checked with the City to find that that particular check had been received.


Report on the removal of the “Denali” – Commander Steve Fricke/Commissioner Carl Blow
Commissioner Carl Blow noted that “Commander Fricke’s done a great job with getting one of our local developers to help us out here…the Devlon group and they are still planning on moving that boat…the Denali over in the San Sebastian River and according to the schedule right now, Hal Jones, their subcontractor’s supposed to be back with the barge and crane…between June 18th and June 27th.  Basically, what they’re doing is removing that temporary coffer damn and they’ve got a few more wood pilings to put in but I guess…that’s when it’s going to happen.”

Commander Fricke agreed that by the end of June, that vessel should be removed and the only other one that is out for bid which is the 27’ sloop that’s located about 25’ feet south of the Usina boat ramp and “they will be gone by the end of June.  We have a Contract…and a Purchase Order cut to remove that from the area.”

Commissioner Jay Bliss noted that the one by the Usina boat ramp is outside of St. Augustine City’s jurisdiction and asked, “somehow you work with Fish & Wildlife?”

Commander Fricke explained that they handle the tagging of the vessel and then they handle the removal of it which is done throughout the Port Authority District and for areas outside of their jurisdiction and it has worked extremely well.  Once the vessel “Blue Whale” located off of East Creek is removed, “at that point in time, all of the derelict vessels that are currently tagged in the Port Authority District will have been removed.”  He also said that along the lines of vessels in the area, he had a conversation with Dennis Wester who heads up the commercial inspection section for the Tax Collector’s office and going back to an issue that the Port Board had some concerns about which were the non-registrations, “we are now up to 50% compliance – either the owners have come in and obtained new registrations or they renewed those.  Mr. Wester was very pleased with the level of compliance in that particular area and he expects that to only rise…”  Discussion followed regarding various areas for which Commander Fricke was responsible as well as monies allocated for the Derelict Boat Program.


Web site Update – Commissioner Tom Rivers
Commissioner Tom Rivers distributed a page from Port’s web site indicating boating events (a copy of which will be placed in the Web Site file folder in Port’s office).  It includes a list of racing events sponsored by the St. Augustine Yacht Club and he urged anyone who knew of any other boating events to let the Board know so they can also be included on the web page.

PUBLIC INPUT
Norm Lesmerises once again took the podium and noted that he had his administrative personnel contact the Port office for additional waterway guides for St. Augustine Marine.  He asked how he could obtain cases of them.

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin explained that the Port doesn’t have cases left simply a limited amount.  He recalled that when Jack McGuinness was Chairman, the Board talked about selling the guides to private enterprises such as St. Augustine Marine at $1.00/guide.  They are primarily for the City.  He explained the cost of printing them originally and it was not put in the Budget to have additional guides reprinted.

Mr. Lesmerises also indicated that St. Augustine Marine was not listed on the brochure and asked that when a reprint is made, they be listed as well.  Discussion ensued regarding additional changes that might need to be made.

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin asked Ms. Paterson if she would check how many cases of brochures were at the office and she responded that as of last week, there were 7 cases, 1 of which was open.  When he asked how many were in a box, Mr. Paterson responded “180”.

Commissioner Jay Bliss offered to deliver a couple of flats and a box of guides to St. Augustine Marine.  He later indicated he would also deliver a box of guides to the Conch House and Oyster Creek Marina as well.

Mark Helman, Dockmaster of the Conch House Marina took the podium and reported that unfortunately due to the weather the week prior, the pump-out boat was not able to operate.  They started on May 1st and planned on doing the pump-outs on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  The first week, they spent putting flyers on the boats (put out a letter to all of the boaters) along with an orange ribbon.  If the boater desires a pump-out, they tie the ribbon to the bow of their boat.  That way, he knows that they wish to be pumped out.  He noted that today was the first day that they were out pumping and they pumped six boats, pumped about 100 gallons – half of the boats were from out of town and half of the boats were registered in Florida.

Ms. Paterson noted that the contract was supposed to have started on April 18th, the day Chairman Jerry Dixon signed it and it was faxed to Mr. Helman.

Mr. Helman indicated that they were faxed the contract on the 19th and when he talked with Commissioner Bliss, he asked when the check was coming and should he start this when he received the check or when they received the faxed contract.  He was told by Commissioner Bliss that he should receive the check within 15 days and it was his discretion which way to choose.  He further indicated that they had never received the check and he thought beginning on May 1st would be better than starting on the 19th of April.

Ms. Paterson noted that the contract would have to be amended and when Commissioner Jay Bliss commented that the contract had been amended, she stated “it was amended to say April 18th.”

When Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin asked how many times they have been out so far, Mr. Helman responded “3” and when he asked how many boats had they pumped in those 3 times, Mr. Helman responded “6”.  He explained that during the first week, they put the flyers on the boats, the second week, the weather was bad the entire week and they pumped out 6 boats thus far.

Ms. Paterson reminded the Board that if she recalled correctly, the contract stated that instead of 2 days per week it would be 16 hours per week because of weather.

Mr. Helman was also reminded that payment is not received without an Invoice.

Commissioner Bliss read an e-mail he received from Chuck Padera from FIND indicating he believed that a pump-out boat is essential for this area.  (A copy of this e-mail will be put in the Conch House Pump-out Boat Service file located in Port’s office.)

Vice-Chairman asked Mr. Helman to bring along a log to each Meeting.

Commissioner Tom Rivers thought it would be a good item to let the public know that the Port Commission is doing this.  Discussion followed regarding the negativity publicity could possibly bring about.

NEW BUSINESS


Sheriff’s Office

Sgt. Brian Canova of the Sheriff’s Office took the podium and explained that they have three serviceable patrol boats, 11 members in the marine unit including 3 former members of the Fish & Wildlife Commission and they have 10 divers.  They check from the ocean for recoveries all the way to the river.  They have equipment, personnel, fuel and everything they need except money to fund any further marine enforcement on the waterway.  They currently cover holiday weekends, fishing tournaments and whatever they can cover as long as he or one of his men are available.  He explained that they desired to know if the Port Commission could assist in funding further enforcement on the waterway.  There is no funding in the budget that will be going before the County Commission.  After Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin asked if, for example, they were given $25,000.00, what that money would be used for – would it be for people to be out Monday through Sunday, would there be one or two officers every day or would it just go into a general fund and possibly fill the dive tanks or fuel the boats, he answered, “I see no need for us to use it towards equipment or anything other than payment as overtime for people on the water – I think that does the most good for everybody.”  Discussion ensued and it was decided that Sgt. Canova would prepare a proposal and submit copies for each Commissioner to peruse prior to the next Meeting.


Possible change in Regular Meeting date – Commissioner Jay Bliss
Commissioner Jay Bliss elaborated on why he thought the Port Commission should meet for at least another hour each Meeting.

Ms. Paterson explained that she had checked with the Beach City Manager’s office and they could accommodate the Port Meetings on Wednesdays past 6:00 p.m.

Commissioner Carl Blow suggested having the Meeting begin at 3:00 p.m. rather than 4:00 p.m.

Although Commissioner Bliss desired a vote on it, Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin suggested waiting until Chairman Jerry Dixon was present and the full Board could then vote on the matter.

Commissioner Jay Bliss indicated that 4 Board members could accomplish matters with motions; 5 are not necessary.  “The world does go on when 1 or even 2 of us is missing.  And we also got notification from our Attorney last time around that we got a zero vote of confidence – and I would like this statement to be in the Minutes – we did receive a zero vote of confidence from our Congressional delegation.  Two of the 3 members who responded said ‘no, we will not carry to the State Legislature an increase in pay’ and the others on the delegation simply did not respond.  Gentlemen, we are not making an impression on the welfare and the wellbeing of the Port District.”  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Tom Rivers interjected that he agreed that an Executive Director was needed.  “We need somebody to guide us and if we had somebody like that then a lobbying effort would be part of our operation.”  He offered his thoughts on Agenda items – “The Agenda items should say if we’re going to vote on it, it should say change in regular Meeting time from 4:00 to 3:00.  The Agenda item needs to say specifically what the business is going to be.”  He thought that this topic needs to be discussed at the next Meeting.  Discussion ensued regarding the fact that Ms. Paterson needs to see if the meeting room is available at that time.

COMMENTS BY COMMISSIONERS
Commissioner Jay Bliss asked what the result was in 1996 – “does anybody remember when there was an attempt at putting together a Referendum to increase the size of this District from the 100 square miles to the full St. Johns County, does anybody know?”

Mr. Bell noted what happened was, “you have to get the local Representatives and Senators to agree to it and that never came along.  In other words, I think there were people there on the local Legislature that did not want any part of it…people never got a chance to vote on it; that’s my understanding.”

Mr. Bell pointed out that there will be a TRIM Workshop in town on June 26th – TRIM means truth in millage.  He passed out information to each Commissioner regarding the Workshop.

Commissioner Carl Blow announced that the FL League of Cities is having a FL Conflict Resolution Consortium and is presenting a Successful Citizen Advisory Boards and Committee Training Program.  The fee is $45.00 for registration.  He is attending based on being on the P&Z Board but he wanted the Board to be aware of it.  Also the P&Z Board for the City has invited people from the UNF Law School who are experts in the issue of FL Working Waterfronts Legislation to speak in June – he then realized he didn’t have the information regarding the exact date and time so he will e-mail each Commissioner the information.

Commissioner Jay Bliss would like to make a motion at the next Meeting when Chairman Dixon is in attendance that an Interlocal Agreement be made with the City to enhance the right-of-ways that “we help financially to enhance those accesses to the water and I’m speaking specifically of East White Street, I’m speaking specifically of Flagler Boulevard and of Tremerton Street.  I think that all of those are part of our working waterfront and they’re closing down – they’re constricting people, property owners immediately adjacent to it…parking cars, parking boats and closing off the access that the public has and I think that’s part of our working waterfront and that’s part of our Port District activities.”

The next Meeting is Tuesday, September 19, 2007 at 4:00 p.m. at the same location.

8) Ms. Paterson will check to see if the Beach City Manager’s office can accommodate Port Meetings beginning at 3:00 p.m. rather than 4:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month and report back to the Board.

9) Commissioner Jay Bliss desires to make a motion at the next Meeting concerning an Interlocal Agreement with the City to assist financially to enhance the accesses to the water – specifically East White Street, Flagler Boulevard and Tremerton Street.
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
