Minutes of the First Public Hearing on Millage Rate and Budget

Thursday, September 11, 2008

The First Public Hearing of the St. Augustine Port, Waterway & Beach District on the Millage Rate and Budget was held in the St. Augustine Beach City Commission Meeting Room, 2200 A1A South, St. Augustine Beach, Florida on Thursday, September 11, 2008.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America followed.

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin called the Public Hearing to order at 5:08 p.m.

The following Commissioners were in attendance: Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin, Commissioner Carl Blow, Commissioner Jay Bliss and Commissioner Tom Rivers.  Chairman Jerry Dixon was absent.  Also in attendance were Steve Sykes, standing in for the District’s Attorney, Geoff Dobson and Consultant Ken Krauter.

PUBLIC INPUT
There was no one in attendance from the public so there was no public input.

SET MILLAGE RATE AND BUDGET
Set Millage Rate

Mr. Sykes read A RESOLUTION OF THE ST. AUGUSTINE PORT, WATERWAY AND BEACH DISTRICT PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF AN AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAX OF FOUR AND FIFTY FOUR ONE HUNDREDTHS CENTS ($0.0454) FOR EVERY ONE THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS OF ASSESSED PROPERTY VALUE (0.0454 MILLS) FOR THE FUNDING OF THE DISTRICT’S GENERAL PURPOSE BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2008-2009. (A complete copy of this Resolution will be filed in the Port’s Permanent Book in the Port’s office.)

Mr. Sykes noted it needed to be announced that it was open for a public meeting and then discussion.  Since again there was no one from the public in attendance the public meeting was closed.

MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Carl Blow and seconded by Commissioner Tom Rivers to adopt the Resolution that the Millage Rate will be 0.0454 for the fiscal year 2008-2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.


Budget

Mr. Sykes read A RESOLUTION OF THE ST. AUGUSTINE PORT, WATERWAY AND BEACH DISTRICT APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET OR BUDGET ESTIMATES OF ST. AUGUSTINE PORT, WATERWAY AND BEACH DISTRICT FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2008 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2009 AND PRESCRIBING TIME FOR TAKING EFFECT. (A complete copy of this Resolution will be filed in the Port’s Permanent Book in the Port’s office.)

It was announced that it would be open for a public meeting, but since there was no one in the public, the public meeting was closed.

MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Jay Bliss and seconded by Commissioner Carl Blow to approve the Resolution approving the Annual Budget or Budget Estimates for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2008 and ending September 30, 2009 and prescribing time for taking effect.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.
Commissioner Carl Blow wanted to bring up the fact that of all the taxing agencies in this area, the St. Augustine Port, Waterway & Beach District had a 7% decrease from 2007.

Mr. Sykes announced that the Final Hearing on the Millage Rate and Budget would be held on Friday, September 26, 2008 at 5:05 p.m.

Vice-Chairman Barry Benjamin reminded the Commissioners that the next Regular Meeting would be next Tuesday, September 16, 2008.  He will not be in attendance.
