Minutes of Regular Meeting

Tuesday, June 16, 2009

The Regular Meeting of the St. Augustine Port, Waterway & Beach District was held in the St. Augustine Beach City Commission Meeting Room, 2200 A1A South, St. Augustine Beach, Florida on Tuesday, June 16, 2009.

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Barry Benjamin called the Meeting to order.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America followed.

ROLL CALL

All Commissioners were in attendance.  Also in attendance were Secretary-Treasurer Dennis Bell, Assistant Secretary, Debbie Paterson, the District’s Attorney, Geoff Dobson who departed early and then Mr. Bedsole, the newly selected District’s Attorney took over, Dr. Steve Schropp of Taylor Engineering, Jim Piggott, Director of General Services from the City of St. Augustine, and Chief Mike Arnold, of the City of St. Augustine Fire Department.  From the public: William Rosenstock, Sallie O’Hara, Maurice Keiser from LAMP, Robin Moore from SJC Historic Resources, Leslie White, Philip Alia from Vivid Media Concepts, Attorneys Jim Bedsole, Amy Vo and Doug Burnett, Lt. Steve Zukowsky from FWC, Rob Lehmann from the Coast Guard, Joel Sneed, Robert Hall, Jessica Earl and James Palmer – all from SJC Fire and Rescue and Marty Healy from DEP Coastal Training Program.

SECRETARY’S REPORT/TREASURER’S REPORT

Mr. Bell gave the Treasurer’s Report indicating that $378,293.00 had been committed for various projects, of which $197,946.00 has been spent.  As of May 31, 2009, there were total funds available in the bank of $2,031,833.00, less net committed funds of $180,347.00, leaving net funds available of $1,851,486.00.  Virtually all of the taxes have been collected at this point, leaving a little bit more to come in, but he doesn’t expect that for quite awhile.  As of June 9, 2009, net funds available totaled $1,821,623.00.  Each Commissioner also had a copy of the disbursements for the month.  A copy of this Treasurer’s Report will be put in Port’s permanent Minute Book for public viewing.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY, MAY 19, 2009

Commissioner Tom Rivers pointed out that in the section reporting about the lawyers, specifically on pages 7 and 8, where it said “Bedsole”, it should have said “Burnett”.
MOTION

A motion was made by Chairman Barry Benjamin and seconded by Commissioner Tom Rivers to accept the Minutes of the Regular Meeting held Tuesday, May 19, 2009 as amended.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

KEN KRAUTER, CONSULTANT
Chairman Barry Benjamin reported that Mr. Krauter is in Canada.
ENGINEERING REPORT

Dr. Steve Schropp began his report with Lighthouse Park.  Vice-Chairman Carl Blow called Taylor Engineering last week to report that several of the bolts on the floating dock appeared as they were corroding and perhaps were not stainless steel.  An Engineer was sent there to inspect it and about 6 of the roughly 50 bolts were not stainless, as called for.  They spoke with Mr. Piggott’s associate at the City and it was his understanding that the City was going to contact the people who put them in originally.  The problem bolts will be taken care of.

Vice-Chairman Carl Blow noted that the City has gotten a commitment from the contractor to go back and inspect the dock and make sure that there is no other galvanized hardware, particularly the connecting rods that were installed by mistake.

In late May, Vice-Chairman Carl Blow contacted Taylor Engineering indicating that day marker #1 in Salt Run had been knocked down and had been towed to the Conch House.  Discussion ensued about the fact that it had probably already been broken previously because not the entire piling was towed to the Conch House.  Taylor Engineering contacted marine contractors for quotes for replacing the piling and sign.  Yelton Construction came in as the lowest bidder - $3,200.00.  Yelton was authorized to replace the marker and piling which was completed on June 5th.

As far as Salt Run dredging and permit modification request to authorize dredging by mechanical dredge as well as hydraulic, Dr. Schropp reported that they had several conversations with DEP and they are willing to issue the modification.  Taylor provided the DEP with the permit modification at their request as well as a check for $420.00 for the permit modification fee.  They anticipate having the permit modification by next month.
Vice-Chairman Carl Blow asked Dr. Schropp if he was correct in recalling that at the last Meeting, there had been discussion about doing a survey for the Salt Run channel so “we could stay on schedule as soon as we get a grant from FIND…did we decide to do that or are you still waiting for a decision from us?”

Dr. Steve Schropp reminded him that the Board approved that work and Commissioner Benjamin approved the contract amendment today with the scope of work that had been authorized.

According to Dr. Schropp, as far as the San Sebastian River, they are proceeding with the preliminary design and permitting work.  They will have some of their environmental staff in the area over the next few days.
Dr. Schropp reported on the site visit to the shoal near marker #33 in the San Sebastian indicating Chairman Benjamin provided the transportation for their engineers to view the shoal.  He gave each Commissioner a handout which illustrates the results of that site visit (a copy of which will be filed with these Minutes in Port’s permanent Minute Book.)  He explained the handout.   Questions were posed to Dr. Schropp and answered by him.  Problems could occur if they were to come outside of the channel boundaries and “try to attack that shoal, I think that would be somewhat problematic in terms of getting a permit because you have a lot of natural resources on the shoal and you would be getting into mitigation issues that you’re not going to have to get into with the channel dredging itself.”  Discussion followed.
Dr. Schropp indicated that they did receive the Notice of Intent to issue the permit from the DEP for the mooring fields on June 1st so they expect the DEP to issue that permit within the next few weeks.  They are still awaiting word from the Army Corps and the Fish & Wildlife Service.
Chairman Barry Benjamin noted he was swapping an item under Old Business that was on the Agenda, meaning he wanted to cast the ballots for the hiring of the District’s new Attorney.

OLD BUSINESS


Ballots for selection of New Attorney for the District

All of the Commissioners had a ballot in front of them.  Mr. Dobson pointed out that each Commissioner had to sign their ballots,

Vice-Chairman Carl Blow passed out a handout which will be filed in Port’s office in the file marked “District’s Attorney” which indicates the costs each Attorney had presented at the last Meeting along with the ballots.  Discussion ensued between Chairman Barry Benjamin and each Attorney who was present confirming their costs involved.  Discussion followed.

A second vote had to be taken because a majority wasn’t reached with the first ballot.  Chairman Barry Benjamin read the ballots which were then handed to Ms. Paterson for filing.  After the second round of voting, Mr. James Bedsole was the “winner.”
Mr. Dobson reminded the Board before he departed and turned the Meeting over to Mr. Bedsole that there were two things in the pending contract concerning the website that he would recommend against – “that they have a compulsory arbitration provision mandatory and the other is a venue provision for Duval County.”  He also reported that he had not heard from Chris Benjamin (Interlocal Agreement for the Trash Buster Program was on the Agenda and therefore could not be discussed at this time.)

When Vice-Chairman Carl Blow asked Mr. Dobson if he had ever heard back from the Attorney General on his opinion, he indicated that he had not.

Mr. Dobson then departed and Mr. Bedsole took over as the District’s new Attorney.

National Heritage Area Designation Presentation

Leslie White approached the podium.  She indicated that the National Heritage Area Working Group has since followed up on some of the recommendations of the Commission and several of those recommendations were to reach out to additional groups in the business community.  For the past month, they have been having discussions with the business community about the heritage area concept, what the benefits could be to the community and to the businesses in the area if they were to attain a heritage designation by Congress.  Those groups have indicated that at their next Board Meetings, they will go ahead and supply support letters.  She named those businesses that have already provided letters.

Chairman Barry Benjamin questioned Ms. White how the St. Augustine Port, Waterway & Beach District could join in with their group when there really is no port, there are no waterways – they own no waterways, but are responsible for the Intracoastal and the beach – only the sand portion,  “So, the National Heritage, for the amount of money that you want from us, I think it’s 40 some thousand dollars and that was for promotional materials, basically, what is that going to do for our sandy beaches, and our waterway and our small, almost non-existent port because it’s a lot of money…that you want and seeing that you’re a private organization and taxpayers pay a lot of money…that’s a lot of households $40,000.00.”

Ms. White indicated that they would like to highlight what the Port does which has been under-emphasized over the last century.  Discussion followed.
Robin Moore, St. Johns County Historic Resources, took the podium.  He explained that the effort is actually working toward hardcore data that is associated with the maritime history of St. Augustine.  “LAMP has done an outstanding job over the past decade doing just that, however, we have at our disposal, in our community, several topnotch historians, topnotch archaeologists, everybody, that are involved not just in the shipwrecks out there, for example…but also native American associations with our maritime past, early Spanish…we have all these scholars coming together – this is really an unprecedented effort that we’re trying to put on with regard to uncovering…this historical hardcore data and involving all the scholars that are out there and it’s really bringing people together…”
Chairman Barry Benjamin asked all of the Commissioners if they wanted “to continue to go down this path and still talk about this or do we just want to…cut it off now?”  Discussion ensued.
MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Tom Rivers and seconded by Commissioner Jerry Dixon to have Chairman Barry Benjamin write a letter in support for the National Heritage Area Designation organization and the study and to continue Port’s interest in it.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote after Vice-Chairman Carl Blow’s comment below.
Vice-Chairman Carl Blow pointed out that “just as long as that we have that language which is in all the enabling legislations that you’ve sent me that this effort will in no way ultimately result in the constriction of any either public or private property rights or regulation…just as long as we’ve got that blurb in the letter…”

Ms. White had sent a draft of the letter to Vice-Chairman Carl Blow which she indicated could be modified however the Commission wished.

Chairman Barry Benjamin gave Ms. White his card so that she could contact him regarding the drafting of the letter.

Commissioner Tom Rivers noted that it was still unclear to him whether the Port Board could legally give the money, even through the County to the group so he asked Mr. Bedsole to look into that prior to the next Meeting as well.  Discussion followed.

Proposal for additional tax revenue – Jay Bliss

Commissioner Jay Bliss indicated that the Port District is the main supplier for boating events in St. Johns County.  “St. Johns County currently draws from us for Trash Busters, although that’s a volunteer organization and for the Sheriff’s office.  Looking at increased…costs in future years, I would like us to put the impetus to the County Commissioners that they start drawing money from the tax paying public also and specifically, our taxes come from land owners and the specific tax which I’m advocating that we recommend to the Board of County Commissioners – that tax is registration tax and the boat registration tax, then every boater would be required to contribute to that so it’s a more direct tax and it’s a tax according to participation…”  Much discussion ensued.
Vice-Chairman Carl Blow had pulled a report from October ’07 until September ’08 and “the County basically reported to the State that they spent $140,402.88 of the registration fees on boating projects and they list them here and they’re mostly all boat ramp stuff…”  Discussion followed and then he read the Statute which corresponds to boat registration.  He will provide copies of this Statute to each Commissioner at the next Meeting.  He asked Mr. Bedsole to look into this further and he agreed to do so.  More discussion followed.
MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Jay Bliss to ask St. Johns County to exact more revenues to add to the pot so that the waterways are always supplied with the things that they need.  This motion died for lack of a second.

Chairman Barry Benjamin mentioned again that he has left law enforcement off of the Agenda because they don’t always have something on which to report, but if they do, at any Meeting, to feel free to speak about it during Public Input.

PUBLIC INPUT

Chief Rob Lehman with the Aids Navigation Team in Jacksonville Beach from the Coast Guard approached the podium.  He indicated he realized there was a problem with marker #5 in the Inlet and they are working on getting that taken care of this week and also a shoaling issue around the inside of the north side of the channel.  As soon as they get those things accomplished, he will be back in touch with the Board.

Vice-Chairman Carl Blow confirmed with Chief Lehman that he had traded cards with Dr. Schropp as far as the survey the Army Corps of Engineers conducted a couple of months ago.

Chief Lehman confirmed that he had and indicated that he would get in touch with the Army Corps and find out where the survey is and “again, I’d be anxious to see it because if it helps us while we’ve got the boat down here to re-arrange the channel and mark best water, that’s what we’re here for.”  Discussion followed and he passed out his card to each Commissioner.  Questions were posed to him and answered by him.
Lt. Zukowsky, the local supervisor for the Fish & Wildlife Commission took the podium.  He gave a book showing the FL Statutes that the Commissioners might be interested in while he spoke.  Based upon “basically, essentially, the original registration fee, you can add up to an additional 50% of that original registration fee for either County municipality to distribute for waterways projects and I also think it does say in there for municipalities for patrol so you just have to review that.”  The steel sailboat finally has become a derelict vessel and Officer Jason Richmond is working that case.  They are meeting with the Assistant State Attorney tomorrow.  “Based upon the definition of owner in FL Statutes, Chapter 327, Mr. Getzinger, who is the local caretaker has been trying to procure this vessel and get it registered in his name.  He is the responsible party but also the gentleman in Maryland who has been stone walling…he is a responsible party.  At this point in time, we are done requesting.  We are now instructing people what to do – in other words, he may be subject to fines and/or arrest type of thing…”  The derelict vessels up in the north river – he had spoken with Sheriff’s Deputy Bobby Taylor who works part-time in the marine unit.  He has forwarded that information to Commander Fox in the City.  There is still a derelict vessel by the Butler Boat Ramp.  Officer Matthews can’t find a responsible party so they are probably going to tag it somehow.  Discussion ensued and then he indicated he would contact Commander Fox.  When asked by Chairman Barry Benjamin about the blue boat in the San Sebastian, he indicated that he thought Officer Matthews submitted a report awhile ago but he will double check with him.  Further discussion followed regarding other derelict boats that Lt. Zukowsky will look into as well as the steel sailboat process that will probably result in fines.  He also reported on recent boating accidents.  Since January 1st of this year, in their region, they’ve had approximately 12 or 13 fatalities and this past Sunday, there was a personal watercraft collision in Palm Valley and two Sundays prior to that, they had a single personal watercraft accident where a gentleman must have hit a wake, came down on the handlebars and injured himself but he is okay.  Charges have been filed in the case from a few weeks ago where a 36’ Contender turned in front of a sailboat.  That has been wrapped up.  He also reported on a boating accident which occurred where the Yacht Club was having an event – one of the event boats clipped the committee boat coming in.  Charges are going to be filed.  Discussion ensued.
Vice-Chairman Carl Blow brought up the fact that the Bridge of Lions will be closed for awhile which may cause problems.  Lt. Zukowsky wasn’t aware of that situation.

Jim Piggott took the podium.  Since Commander Fox couldn’t attend the Meeting, he asked Mr. Piggott to bring up some items.  The Interlocal Agreement for $25,000.00 was signed in 2007 so they are asking for the Board to put another $25,000.00 in the Budget for next year to continue the program so that the City can plan their Budget.  In conjunction with that, the City is asking for another $25,000.00 for the overtime for the Police Department.

MOTION

A motion was made by Commissioner Jay Bliss and seconded by Chairman Barry Benjamin to agree in principal to approve both sums for marine enforcement and derelict boats for the 2010 Budget.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Mr. Piggott indicated that the City had to spend more than the $25,000.00 allotted, therefore, he will be bringing a change order to the next Meeting with a “not to exceed” clause in it and he will come back to the Board if the City needs more money to close out the remainder of this year.  Discussion followed regarding the City needing to keep asking for additional monies.

William Rosenstock, 57 White Court, took the podium and once again brought up the subject of portable toilets on the beach being replaced with sanitary flush toilets.   He furnished a letter dated June 9, 2009 to the St. Johns County Health Department from Beach City Manager, Max Royle (a copy of which will be filed with these Minutes in Port’s permanent Minute Book.)  He once again explained the situation as the current system is hazardous to health.  He explained permits that would be necessary and the problems involved with maintenance of them.
Commissioner Jay Bliss asked Mr. Rosenstock to look at Port’s website for enabling legislation.

When Vice-Chairman Carl Blow asked Mr. Rosenstock why the County didn’t raise the beach access fees to pay for this, he answered that the enabling legislation indicates “the only thing beach tolls can be used for is maintenance and services.  It can’t be used for infrastructure and that’s the problem.  This is why the County opted for port-a-potties rather than permanent bathrooms…”  Further discussion followed and Mr. Rosenstock indicated that he will have the Beach City Attorney look into Port’s website.
When Vice-Chairman Carl Blow suggested they contact DEP for possible grants, Mr. Rosenstock said that he had talked with them and they are “totally exempt from these kind of things.  They don’t have anything to do with sanitation – that has to do with the Health Department.”  Further discussion ensued.

NEW BUSINESS

Marine Industry Association of NE FL to request funding for National Marina Day on August 8, 2009 – Philip Alia

Philip Alia, Board Member for 5 years and past Secretary for the Marine Industry of NE FL took the podium.  The organization was founded in 2002 and currently has over 50 active members and he was before the Board to ask for funding support for their National Marina Day and explained that it would be the second annual event that they have “participated, organized and run.”  He gave the Board members a booklet and flyer a copy of which will be filed in Port’s “handout” file.)  He explained that they were requesting funding in the amount of $2,500.00 in support of the activities that the handouts explained.  Discussion followed.
After Chairman Barry Benjamin asked Mr. Bedsole if it was something that the Port Board could participate in since it was a private organization, it was decided that he would look into it and it would be on next month’s Agenda.  Further discussion ensued.

Commissioner Jay Bliss reminded all in attendance that Mr. Dobson had written a letter to the Attorney General but has not yet received a reply concerning expenditures that the Port Board might make to LAMP and their boat building project.


St. Johns County Fire Rescue – Jerry Dixon
Commissioner Jerry Dixon introduced St. Johns County Fire and Rescue Chief Robert Hall who then took the podium, introduced himself and explained that they absorbed what was the old Lifeguard Corps into the Fire Rescue Budget; the only thing left of the old lifeguard group is just the seasonal guards.  “We’ve taken and professionalized and actually have a Marine Rescue Division now and that’s what we’re trying to do.”  Discussion followed.

Joel Sneed, Special Operations Battalion Chief took the podium and handed out a PowerPoint presentation to each Commissioner and one for the Port files which will be filed in the “handout” file in Port’s office.  He explained in addition to Chief Hall and himself, also in attendance were Lieutenant for Marine Rescue, Jessica Earl and Firefighter and Marine Rescue Technician, James Palmer.  Whatever happens along the 42 miles of coast land, the Intracoastal Waterway, St. Johns River, Inlets and multiple inland water areas, they respond.  Response emergencies from June, 2008 through June, 2009 totaled 53 vessel related emergencies and 270 plus other aquatic emergencies.  He explained about the cross training of 24 firefighters to Marine Rescue Technician level but they have response gaps due to equipment that they have and 2 of their 4 jet skis are out of service at the moment and their inflatable, purchased in 1995 needs servicing and is not real portable, indicating that because of its age, “that’s on its way out very rapidly.”  They researched and found Arancia Rescue Craft which are built in New Zealand.  Rescue response time would be much more efficient and these boats can go in the river, in the Intracoastal and they can go in the sea as these boats can handle 15 foot waves.  Their desire is to purchase 2 of these boats which would incur a total cost of $24,272.00.  Questions were posed to Special Operations Battalion Chief Sneed and Chief Hall by the Commissioners and answered by both of them.  Discussion followed.
MOTION

A motion was made by Chairman Barry Benjamin and seconded by Commissioner Jerry Dixon to approve the concept of the expenditure of $24,272.00 to purchase the two rescue crafts.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Chairman Barry Benjamin asked Chief Hall to come to the next Meeting and bring along an Interlocal Agreement.

Mr. Bell announced that the Budgeting process would be discussed at the next Meeting.  Each Commissioner was given a preliminary Budget and he reminded the Board that at the next Meeting, they would have to come up with a millage rate.  This will be on next month’s Agenda.

COMMENTS BY COMMISSIONERS
Vice-Chairman Carl Blow reported that he had seen an article and Sharon Outland reported that property values have decreased 13% in St. Johns County so the Port Board will see a “reduction in our gross revenue if we don’t consider raising our millage rate.”

Commissioner Jay Bliss indicated that he derives a lot of knowledge of what is going “on out there” and he would like to have all of the reporting Agencies, “FWC, Fire Department and Police Department and the Coast Guard if they were able to break loose, I’d like to see them at this Meeting and I’d like to see it as an Agenda item following Engineering, for example so that it’s a regular report…I think that some of the reports that maybe you should have a timer for it…maybe any presentation needs to have a…time limit.”

Commissioner Jerry Dixon suggested putting it on the Agenda as “Reporting Agencies or something and then if they have something on which to report they can be here for it; we don’t want to make it mandatory.”

Chairman Barry Benjamin said, “that’s the reason I did it – you know, if you have something to say, feel free to come to the Meeting and speak under Public Input – I just wanted to move the Meetings along…”  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Jay Bliss once again discussed his feelings regarding the mooring fields – “because it looks like the mooring fields are going to get licensed…well, we’ll see how that evolves, but I foresee a mass migration of boats out of the regular anchorages and I foresee…problems coming up with that and I would like us to consider having a blanket statement, something like that the Port will – and this is something that our Attorney would be engaged in – the Port will buy for ten dollars and other valuable considerations any boat that’s delivered into the slings of St. Augustine Marine Center with the ownership clearly approved through our Attorney.”  Discussion followed about the St. Augustine Marine Center charging for that service now and boaters coming from other areas to abandon their boats.  Discussion ensued.
Commissioner Jay Bliss indicated that “I see about 25 boats that are going to be migrating out of City marine areas and going out south and north and they’re going to…create chaos out there and if we don’t have a response to it, then it’s going to cost us even more to have them towed in eventually and dealt with.”  Further discussion followed.

Vice-Chairman Carl Blow noted that the steel boat could be used for an artificial reef because “if we get to the point of…we have possession of that boat, it may be cheaper to take it off shore because we now have a new permitted reef site that’s only 7 miles southeast of the sea buoy than to take it to St. Augustine Marine and haul it and cut it up.”

Lt. Steve Zukowsky again approached the podium and said “the way it works with artificial reefs – it’s a process and DEP is heavily involved and I think also I believe the Army Corps of Engineers.  The boat basically has to pass an inspection in terms of contaminants…my educated guess is they’re going to have to raise that boat at some point in time and look at it out of the water…”
Commissioner Tom Rivers commented that he thought Elyse Kemper paid for their registration at the FASD Conference – when he and Chairman Barry Benjamin attended, they were told that they hadn’t paid and asked Mr. Bell to check into it.

Chairman Barry Benjamin indicated that their registration had been paid.

Commissioner Tom Rivers noted that at the FASD Convention, he learned that the Board members can e-mail each other, but cannot respond to it.  He asked that a summation of the FASD Convention be put on next month’s Agenda.

Commissioner Jerry Dixon reported that he is going to go to Cocoa Beach on Friday to make a presentation to FIND with the City regarding the dredging of Salt Run.

NEXT MEETING

The next Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 21, 2009 at 3:00 p.m. at the same location.

ADJOURN

Chairman Barry Benjamin adjourned the Meeting.
